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Is there any difference between the Online Associate of Arts and the traditional Associate of
Arts (AA)?

The only difference between the two is the modality of coursework. The Online AA has the same degree requirements
as the traditional AA and results in the same earned degree. No online designation will appear on a student’s diploma
or transcript.
