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General Description

The Associate Degree Nursing Program at Cuyahoga Community College provides the
opportunity for students to become registered nurses*. Although the course of study is designed
to be completed in five semesters (2% years), most students, due to time constraints, complete
the requirements in 3 to 4 years.

The aim of the Nursing Program is to provide a broad education. Approximately half of the total
credit hours are nursing courses, with the remaining course work evenly divided among science
courses such as Anatomy and Physiology and general studies courses such as English. Students
attend classes at CCC’s Metropolitan campus and care for patients at clinical agencies
throughout the Cleveland area.

The nursing courses consist of classroom study; practice in the college laboratory using manikins
and simulation equipment; and in various healthcare settings caring for patients. Each week,
depending upon the clinical nursing course, students will devote approximately 4-5 hours in the
classroom, 10-17 hours in the clinical setting and a minimum of 2-4 hours in the College
practice laboratory. Laboratory time is a combination of scheduled practice, testing sessions;
and, open lab time. It is an expectation that students will spend approximately two hours per
week viewing videos, utilizing software; and, practicing and mastering skills.

Applicants may enroll in the Associate Degree Nursing Program as follows:

1. Applicants with a High School Diploma or GED may apply for acceptance into the Generic
Track.

2. Applicants with a High School Diploma or GED and are employees of Parma Community
General Hospital may apply for entrance into the Generic Track on-site at Parma Community
General Hospital.

3. Applicants with a Bachelor’s Degree (or higher) may apply for acceptance into the Accelerated
Track.

4. Applicants licensed as a Practical Nurse may apply for acceptance into the LPN to RN Track
(ACCESS in Nursing).

Generic Track Day students are admitted to the Program in the Fall and Spring Semesters.
Generic Track Modified Evening students are admitted ONLY in the Fall Semester. Generic
Track on-site at Parma students are admitted into a Day session ONLY in the Spring Semester.
LPN to RN Track Modified Evening students are admitted ONLY in the Spring Semester.
Accelerated Track Day students are admitted to the Program ONLY in the Fall Session (starting
Fall 2010).

The following description of the admission requirements explains how each type of applicant

The admission requirements for the Associate Degree Nursing Program consist of two parts,
General College Admission Requirements and the Nursing Program Admission Requirements.

PART I: GENERAL COLLEGE ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

The applicant must meet the requirements for general admission to the College as listed in the
Catalog under the heading: ADMISSION, FEES, FINANCIAL AID.

PART II: NURSING PROGRAM ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Effective May 1, 2006, all students enrolled in Health Career and Nursing programs will be required to
complete a background check that includes fingerprinting and a court search. Reports from the background
checks will be sent to the Associate Deans of Health Careers at the campus of their program or the Assistant
Dean of Nursing. Please be assured that this information will be kept confidential.

Students with a citation will have their record reviewed on an individual basis. In some instances, a citation
may preclude a student from being placed in a clinical setting. If this is the case, the student will not be
accepted in to a health care program.

In order to be eligible for admission into the nursing program, the applicant must meet the
following minimum requirements.

1. Students must be a high school graduate or have a GED Equivalency. In addition,
Accelerated Track applicants mu s t have a Bachel or's
accredited institution.

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Progression Policy

Generic Track, LPN to RN Track, Accelerated Track: A grade of “C” or better is required in
B10-2330, 2340 and 2500. ONLY ONE BIOLOGY COURSE MAY BE REPEATED
ONCE to improve a grade of less than “C”. A grade of less than “C” received over 7 years prior
to admission into the Nursing Program is excused from the one course repeat policy.

Science courses completed over 7 years prior to the date of application to the Nursing Program
cannot be used to fulfill progression requirements and must be repeated.

Application Process
Generic Track, Generic Track on-site at PCGH, ACCESS (LPN to RN) Track, and

1. Submit a College application.

2. Once all of the courses required for admission to the Nursing Program have been
completed, the grades have been recorded by Admissions & Records and a GPA of 2.0 in
the Core Courses and a cumulative GPA of 2.50 or higher has been achieved, contact the
Division of Nursing at 216-987-4067. If everything is satisfactory you will be approved
for the entrance test. Effective Fall 2010, Accelerated Track applicants are required to
take an entrance test.

3. Once all of the admission requirements have been met, the applicant will receive an
application for admissiorto the Associate Degree Nursing Program and a list of available
starting dates by mail from the Division of Nursing, Metro Campus.

4. Submit the completed application and any required supporting documentation to the
Division of Nursing, Metro Campus.

Since a waiting period is likely, the remaining non-nursing courses can be completed during the
interim period while waiting to enter the nursing course sequence. Applicants must maintain a
cumulative 2.50 GPA for final enrollment into the nursing course sequence.

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Licensed Practical Nurses

Licensed Practical Nurses who have been admitted into the Nursing Program may qualify,
through the ACCESS (Achieving Continuing Career Education for Success and Satisfaction), for
advance placement in the LPN to RN Track of the Nursing Program “on a space available
basis.” Additional information can be found on pages 13 and 14. LPNs seeking to advanced
standing in the A.D.N. program must have one year of nursing experience as an LPN prior to
applying to the A.D.N. program. Applicants to the LPN-to-RN Track must have a current LPN
license without restrictions and must maintain non-restricted status throughout the program.

Accelerated Track Applicants

Applicants with a Bachelor’s Degree (or higher) from an accredited institution may qualify to
enter in the Fall session (starting Fall 2010) and complete the program in four consecutive terms.
These applicants must meet all Nursing Program admission requirements and must have the
following prior to beginning the first nursing course:

o all science courses completed

Transfer Applicants

Applicants who were enrolled in another college, but who have not taken any nursing clinical
courses will follow the general transfer process as described in the Catalog. Note: non-nursing
courses will be evaluated in accordance with general transfer policies and procedures.

Applicants who were enrolled in nursing courses at another college or school of nursing and now
wish to transfer into the Cuyahoga Community College Nursing Program must first apply for
general college admission. Only students who are currently in good standing at their
current/previous nursing school are eligible for transfer status consideration.

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Once the applicant has met the minimum program admission requirements (see page 5) the
student must submit to the Metro Campus Division of Nursing, at least eight weeks prior to the
desired semester of entry into the Nursing Program, the following:

1. A letter from the Director of the current/previous nursing program sent
directly to Cuyahoga Community College Division of Nursing. The letter
must indicate good standing and eligibility to continue in the program.

2. A letter requesting admission as a transfer student.
3. A complete syllabus for each nursing course completed at the previous school.
4. An official transcript from the previous school(s).

These documents will be reviewed by the Nursing Admission & Progression Committee,
Metropolitan Campus, which will then make recommendations regarding the student’s transfer
status. (The Committee does not meet during the summer.)

Grade Point Average (GPA) Policy For Students with Transfer Credit

Students enrolled at Cuyahoga Community College (CCC) who do not possess a CCC GPA* and
are seeking to enter the nursing program with transfer credit for all the core courses** from
another accredited*** institution may use that institution’s cumulative GPA if it is 2.50 or
greater ONLY for the purpose of taking an entrance test. Students with a cumulative GPA
below a 2.50 must complete a minimum of 9 credit hours at Cuyahoga Community College
(CCC), and achieve a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.50. The 9 credit hours must come from
courses in English, Math, or the Sciences that are at the 1000 level or above (no development
course). An official transcript must be submitted to Cuyahoga Community College’s
Admissions and Records office (Metro, East or West Campus) and to the Division of Nursing
Office at the Metropolitan Campus.

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LPN to RN Track (ACCESS in Nursing)

NURS-160A, Access to Registered Nursing and NURS-160D, Health Deviations | for LPNs
were designed to meet the need for advanced placement of Licensed Practical Nurses (LPNSs).
The LPN to RN Track is offered in the Spring Semester Modified Evening section only.
Enrollment is on a space available basis. Students who seek admission to the LPN to RN Track
must meet all Nursing Program admission requirements and must have the following credentials
for enrollment in NURS-160A and NURS-160D:

1. Licensed in the State of Ohio without restrictions

2. Graduated from an approved Practical Nursing Education Program

3. Achieved a grade of “C” or better in each Practical Nursing Course completed.
4. Official LPN transcript.

5. One year current full-time employment experience as an L.P.N.

Upon receiving the application for admission to the Nursing Program, LPN student(s) may select
LPN to RN Track (ACCESS in Nursing) on the return form. Contact the Division of Nursing,
Metro Campus, to ascertain the semester in which space will be available to register for NURS-
160A and NURS-160D.

NURS-160A, Access to Registered Nursing, is an 8-week course comprised of lecture and a
college lab. Scheduled lecture and lab typically involve two evenings per week; additional time
is required to practice and test out of lab skills. Students must successfully complete
NURS-160A in order to progress to NURS-160D. NURS-160A may not be repeated. NURS-
160D, Health Deviations | for LPNs, has two components — lecture and a clinical experience.
Students can anticipate that three evenings per week will be needed to complete scheduled
activities (lecture, lab and clinical); additional time is required to practice and test out of lab
skills.

After successful completion of NURS-160A and while enrolled in NURS-160D, students will
be required to complete the Award of Comparable Credit: Assessment of Prior Learning form*
requesting By-Passed credit for NURS-1300, 1401, 1500 and 1600. After the petitioned courses
have been identified and listed on the form, the student should submit the form(s) to the Business
Service Office to formally register the petition and pay a processing fee. Student will then
submit the completed petition for By-Passed Credit form(s), evidence to the Dean of Nursing for
signature before returning to the Business Office to submit payment for By-Pass Credit.

Chemical Substance Policy

The nursing faculty believes that chemical dependency is an illness that is preventable and treatable;
it further believes that the issue of chemical use in the classroom, lab and clinical area must be
addressed. In addition, it recognizes that use and dependency may interfere with the practice of
nursing and nursing education, and may threaten personal welfare, as well as that of other students
and patients.

The Chemical Substance Policy was developed to assist nursing students to recognize personal
impairment and to seek appropriate treatment and rehabilitation with the intention that impaired
students, who are provided such treatment, can be returned to their course of studies in the nursing
program.

If at any time a faculty member observes signs and/or symptoms of the effects of mood-altering
drugs in a nursing student in the classroom, lab, or clinical setting, a drug screen may be required of
the student at that time. These signs and symptoms include, but are not limited to the following:
euphoria, altered judgment, impaired motor coordination, inability to concentrate, memory loss,
tremors, confusion, anxiety, delusions, agitation, disorientation, profuse diaphoresis, convulsions,
slurred speech, emotional instability, delirium, hallucinations, depression, paranoia, hostility,
hyperreflexia, and lethargy. Students must sign a Release of Medical Information form.

Any violation of this policy will result in one or more of the following actions:
1. Suspension from the nursing program.
2. Immediate blood alcohol level testing and/or urine drug screen testing.
3. The Regional Peer Assistance Liaison Person from the Ohio Nurses Association (ONA)
Peer Assistance Program for Nurses (PAPN) will be called to assist in an assessment of the

student.

4. The student will be required to complete the treatment and rehabilitation program as
recommended by the ONA/PAPN as a condition for continuance in the nursing program.

5. The student will provide copies of the aftercare plans and the contracts to the appropriate
nursing faculty and course coordinator, who will review them and make a recommendation,
with rationale, to the Dean of Nursing (in writing) for acceptance or rejection of the
recommendation.

After the student has completed the treatment plan and met the terms of the contract, and the

recommendation of the O

NA/PAPN Regional Liaison Person has been obtained, the student

will be considered for return to full student status. It should be noted that the student must
follow the readmission policy of the Division of Nursing Education.

6. Upon one repeat violation of this policy, the student will be permanently dismissed.

7. Any refusal, on the part of the student, to participate in the recommended treatment and
rehabilitation program will result in dismissal from the nursing program.

REQUIREMENTS FOR SECTION 4 OF
THE APPLICATION FOR LICENSURE AS A NURSE

It is the responsibility of each applicant for licensure as a Licensed Practical Nurse or a Registered
Nurse to accurately fill out all areas of the application form for licensure. It is the responsibility of
the Board of Nursing (Board), under Section 4723.28 of the Ohio Revised Code (ORC) to
consider certain matters prior to granting licensure.

Each applicant for licensure will be required to answer questions on the application related to
certain past behaviors or legal history. Among areas applicants must report to the Board are
whether the individual seeking licensure has been convicted of, found guilty of, pled guilty to, pled
no coniest 10, or received treatment in lieu of conviction for the following:

1. A misdemeanor commitied in the course of practice in Ohio, another state or
US territory;

2. Any felony in Ohio, another state or US territory;

3. A crime involving gross immorality or moral turpitude in Ohio, another state
or US territory;

4. A violation of any municipal, county, state, or federal drug law.

If the applicant for a licensure examination must answer any of the above guestions *“yes”, the
applicant is asked to submit explanatory documents with the application, address the envelope to
“Manager, Compliance Unit”, Ohio Board of Nursing, and mark the envelope “Confidential”. The
explanatory documents may include a statement of the problem related to the above area(s), the
dates the behavior(s) occurred, a copy of a conviction record (if applicable), and a statement of
what has happened since the occurrence of the conviction or behavior in question. Based upon the
documentation submitted and further investigation, the Board will determine whether the candidate
will be permitted to take the licensure examination or will be licensed.

It is critical that all questions on the application for licensure be answered honestly, since
misrepresentation may constitute fraud or deception. Students needing more information are
encouraged 10 request a copy of Chapter 4723. of the Ohio Revised Code from the Board, or
consult with the Administrator of their nursing education program (or designee).

Substance abuse is always a serious concern of the Board. In order to promote and protect the
health and well-being of future nurses, the Board encourages student nurses with a substance
abuse problem to seek entry into appropriate treatment as soon as the need is recognized.
Impairment of the ability to practice nursing according to acceptable and prevailing standards of
safe nursing care because of habitual or excessive use of drugs, alcohol, or other chemical
substances can result in disciplinary action by the Board. :

The Board frequently receives calls from prospective students, school officials. and the Bureau of
Vocational Rehabilitation Services regarding whether the Board will permit a person who has a
prior record of misdemeanors and/or felonies to sit for the licensure examination or become
licensed. The Board of Nursing has no statutory. authority to advise as to whether an individual
will be permirnted io 1ake the licensure examination or be able ro become licensed uniil the individual
acially applies to the Board for licensure by examination.

House Bill 327 — Felony Preclusion Bill

The Felony Preclusion Bill, signed by the Governor on April 9, 2002, is an initiative to identify
applicants for licensure with felony convictions. The Ohio Board of Nursing has the authority in
this law to refuse to grant licensure to applicants with any of the felony convictions specified in
the law. The law requires a criminal records check for new applicants for licensure and for
individuals from another state endorsing as an RN into Ohio.

The egregious felonies listed in the bill include: aggravated murder; murder; voluntary
manslaughter; felonious assault; kidnapping; rape; sexual battery; gross sexual imposition;
aggravated arson; aggravated robbery; and aggravated burglary.

BACKGROUND CHECK/FINGERPRINTING FOR EXAMINATION APPLICANTS
Effective June 1, 2003 for all students entering a pre-licensure nursing program on or after
June 1, 2003, candidates who wish to sit for the NCLEX RN or PN examination are required
to submit their fingerprints to the Bureau of Criminal Identification and Investigation
(BCII). STUDENTS ENROLLED IN A PRELICENSURE PROGRAM PRIOR TO JUNE 1,
2003 ARE NOT REQUIRED TO SUBMIT FINGERPRINTS. BCI & FBI ARE NEEDED.

Effective immediately, the Bureau of Criminal Investigation and Identification (BCI&I) will
generally only accept electronic fingerprints for FBI and BCI background checks.

Electronic fingerprints must be completed by a Webcheck location in Ohio that will submit

the applicant’s fingerprints electronically
reports be sent to the Board DIRECTLY from BCI&I, or they will not be accepted by the

Board.

Fingerprint cards will ONLY be accepted by BCI&I (with the Exemption Form) for one of
the following reasons:
e Applicant’s home address is 75 miles or mo
e  Amputations or digits missing (Webcheck 4.0 only);
e Out-of-state applicant;
e Poor quality prints (Not able to capture at Webcheck location, provide name of
location where the background check was attempted on the waiver form);
e BCI/FBI rejects from original electronic submission. Note: The original reject letter
must accompany the fingerprint card (s); and
e Public Housing Organization background checks.

If an applicant meets any of these exemptions, they may submit their name and complete address
to the Board in writing (Attention: CRC) at the above address, by fax at (614) 466-0388, or by
email at crc@nursing.ohio.gov to request fingerprint cards and instructions for completing the
cards.
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
