Catrinas, meaning feminine dandies, are usually dressed in ornate attire and depicted enjoying themselves, which signifies the oppression of the 

lower class as well as the idea that the rich and fashionable are just as susceptible to death as anyone else.   

The Catrina is a synthesis of Spanish, Mexican and Aztec cultural traditions that is often incorporated into artistic manifestations of the Day of the 

Dead.  Meso-Americans, who used skulls to honor and represent the dead and their rebirth, believed that on the Day of the Dead the spirit of the 

departed visited their families and celebrated death and happiness with them.  Unlike Spaniards conquerors, they believed that life and death were 

part of a continuum, and considered life to be a dream from which people awake at death.  The image of the Catrina was coined in 1913 in a zinc 

etching by the Mexican printmaker José Guadalupe Posada.   

The poster art is the result of a collaboration of two artists born in Mexico, who presently live and work in Cleveland.  Ana Luisa Sánchez is the artisan 

ǿƘƻ ƎŀǾŜ ōƛǊǘƘ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ǇƻǎǘŜǊΩǎ ŎŀǘǊƛƴŀ ŀƴŘ Ƴŀƴȅ others.
