Film. XXY.  Argentina/France/Spain, 2007, Director Lucía Puenzo, 86 min. Subtitles. 35 mm.  Hereôs 

a return engagement for one of the very best films from this yearôs Cleveland International Film 

Festival.  Itôs a brooding, atmospheric drama set in a remote, windswept Uruguayan coastal town, 

about two sexually confused teenagers (a girl and a boy) attracted to each other, and about their 

respective fathers (a marine biologist and a plastic surgeon) who deal with their childrenôs sexuality in 

radically different ways.  Saturated with water (which seems to represent the fluidity of gender and sexual orientation), this very 

original movie is a coming of age classic.

Leonor Silveira 

plays a wealthy, devout woman who lives on a lavish country estate and spends her time fretting that 

she has never been visited by the Virgin Mary.  (ñWhy would she appear to those shepherds at Fatima 

and not me?ò).  One of her hired hands, and ex-forger, decides to help.  This magnificent Oliveira opus 

features the masterôs usual wry philosophizing, impish satire, and limpid photography.  The ending just 

might take your breath away.
