Law before the Civil War. Their stories show Black and white
united in a common goal to end slavery and save Freedom
Seekers. Bring good walking shoes to meet these men and
women throughout the 60-plus acres in the heart of the
city. Dorothy Salem, educational outreach coordinator at
Woodland Cemetery, will lead the tour.
