For students who have earned an Associate of Arts degree from Cuyahoga Community College, the following Core Curriculum categories will be 
considered met: Finding your Voice, Research and Professional Writing, Quantitative & Formal Reasoning, American Civic Literacy, Human Culture & 
Creativity, Global Human Perspectives, Scientific Inquiry & Investigations, Society & Human Behavior, Complexities of a Pluralistic Society, and Data & 
Digital Literacy. Students would still be required to take at least one Writing Across the Curriculum (WAC) course (within major). The WAC 
requirement is typically met with upper-division courses. Students who do not complete the Associate of Arts degree are responsible for the 
completion of the entire Core Curriculum Requirements at Cleveland State University.

Students must meet the following admission requirements to take Education courses at CSU:
●Completion of 30 credit hours of college-level work
●2.75 cumulative GPA
●Earn a grade of "B-" or better in at least one college-level English and one college-level Math course OR Earn a composite score of 20 on the ACT 
OR Earn a sub-score of 18 on the Math and English & Reading sections of the ACT or equivalent normed assessment of mathematical, reading and 
writing achievement.
●Successful completion of a civilian background check for both BCI/FBI.

This Transfer Pathway completes the Associate of Arts degree, which must total at least 60 semester credits and includes at least 36 credits of the 
Ohio Transfer 36 (OT36)courses, which are approved Tri-C general education requirements. OT36 details can be found at 
https://www.ohiohighered.org/Ohio-Transfer-36.

CSU requires a minimum of 120 total credit hours for graduation. At least 30 credits must be completed in-residence at CSU. At least 24 of the in-
residence credits must be completed at the upper division (300/400) level. An overall total of 30 upper division (300/400) level credits are required. 
Students deficient in total credits or in-residence must take additional elective credits to meet the minimum requirements.
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
