3. Enter your Tri-C ID (S#) and click “Continue” 

4. Enter your date of birth as your old password. (M/D/YYY format 
with no leading zeroes.) 

5. Create a new password. Re-enter the password. 

6. Click the Change button. You will be redirected to the my Tri-C 
space login page. 

7. Log in using your Tri-C ID and the password you just created.  
(You will need to create a new password every 120 days.)
